 Log in to Edline using your screen name and password
 Click the student name (upper left hand side under the heading “Shortcuts”
 Click “Private Reports” (left hand side a couple of lines under the student name)
 You will see a list of grade reports in reverse chronological order of when they were posted.
 Click View under the heading “Report”.  This is the actual grade report.
 When you are finished with viewing that report, click “Done” at the bottom.  You will return 

to the list of grade reports to view the next one of your choice.

All 
student grades are posted by after school on Wednesdays. Please contact the teacher if you have 
questions regarding your child's progress.
